Other conveniences
include double width doorways, comfort seats and electric outlets at
each seat, as well as a state of the art passenger information system.

The Mariazellerbahn connects the regional capital St. P6lten with
the Pielach valley on an hourly schedule with additional trains
during the morning rush.

For younger travellers there is a playground, the
bistro offers not only drinks and snacks but also a range of souvenirs
including books, key rings and caps. The “Otscher Diorama”, one of
the largest landscape models in Austria, will give you a totally diffe-
rent perspective on the region.

You will visit the station,
workshop and management headquarters, learn interesting histori-
cal facts and details on the carriages of the Mariazellerbahn. Guided
tours can be booked in advance.
